*Snowmelt is progressing quickly across the state. On average
snowpack at Colorado SNOTEL sites is down to about 25
percent of their respective peak values.

*Water Year to date precipitation is near to well above normal in
all major basins of Colorado.
* May to date precipitation has favored basins east of the Continental
Divide
*April observed streamflow volumes were well above normal
across the Western Slope and the Rio Grande. This pattern is
forecast to persist for the coming months as well.

*Reservoir storage volumes are swiftly increasing across the
Western Slope where they have been the lowest in the state. June
15t values are anticipated to show considerable increases over the
previous month.
