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Summary
*Snowpack has melted out most SNOTEL sites in Colorado.

*Water Year to date precipitation is near to well above normal in
all major basins of Colorado.
* June-to-date precipitation has been well above normal in the
mountains of Colorado.
*May observed streamflow volumes were well above normal
across the state and nearly twice the normal volumes in much of
Western Colorado.

*Following significant runoff in May the streamflow forecasts for
the June-July period are lower with respect to normal than the
full April-July period.

*Reservoir storage volumes have been swiftly increasing across
the Western Slope where they have been the lowest in the state
for several years. All major basins are now holding near to well
above normal reservoir storage volumes.
