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Summary
*Snowpack has melted out all SNOTEL sites in Colorado.

*Water Year to date precipitation is near to well above normal in
all major basins of Colorado.
* BUT July to date has been extremely dry across much of the state and
most notably across much of Southern and Western Colorado.
*April-June observed streamflow volumes were well above
normal across the state. The highest volumes, relative to normal,
were observed across Western Colorado.

*About half of the streamflow forecast points in the state
obsetved above the 75" percentile of volumetric streamflow in
the last three months.

*Reservoir storage is above normal in almost all major basins.
Considerable increases we observed in the Gunnison and
combined Southwest basins during this runoff season.
