In the event of ANY emergency involving 

INJURY, FIRE, or PETROLEUM OR 

CHEMICAL SPILLS, call the HOISTMAN 

at 1320.

If you do not have access to a telephone, 

state the status of the emergency on any 

of the radio channels ”1 through 8” 

State: The nature of the problem;

Try to give damage report over the phone;

What other information can you give on 

the item involved?  (i.e., fire or injury 

involved).

If you are unable to use the Henderson radio or regular 

mine phones to report any emergency, you can use any 

RED GAITRONICS PHONES.  Lift the receiver and hold 

the bar down, push in the round button (located on the 

bottom right hand corner) and talk into the receiver.  

Release button of unit. To talk and receive messages, hold 

the bar down on the receiver.  

All of the systems operate to the HOIST HOUSE.  In the 

event of an emergency, the HOIST OPERATOR will 

handle ALL communications until the communications 

center can be established at the COMMAND CENTER.

A WRITTEN REPORT must be submitted to

WITHIN 5 DAYS of release

ONLY IF greater than 1.000 gallons has been 

released OR is the 2nd release of 42 gallons 

or greater

WITHIN 60 DAYS of release

If able to do so safely, CONTAIN THE RELEASE

1. Contain the spread of the released material with absorbent booms and

floor dry.

- Cover material with enough floor dry or absorbent pads to contain 

all the liquid.

- Start from the outer edge of the spill and work towards the center.

2.  If necessary, construct berms or pits to contain the released material.

If able to do so safely, CLEAN UP THE RELEASE

1. Use a brush and dust pan to sweep up saturated

floor day; avoid creating dust.

2. WHILE WEARING GLOVES pick up the saturated

booms.

3. Place materials in a steel 55 gallon drum

VERBAL NOTIFICATION needs to be made 

to the CDPHE Water Quality Emergency 

Management Program within 24 HOURS if 

ANY non-stormwater discharge:

1.  Leads to any noncompliance which 

may endanger health of the environment 

regardless of the cause of the incident

2.  Leads to any unanticipated bypass 

which exceeds an effluent limitations in 

the permit

3.  Leads to any upset or spill which 

causes an exceedance of any effluent 

limitation in the permit

4.  Causes daily maximum violations for 

any of the pollutants limited by the permit 

and specified as requiring 24-hour 

notification

A WRITTEN REPORT must be submitted to 

the Division WITHIN 5 DAYS of release
