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-Masticate mountain shrub  60 to 100 ft from existing
roads.
- Away from roads, masticate ~60% of the mountain
shrub cover, creating openings with an average width
of 66 feet. Residual shrub clumps should be 30 to 60
feet in diameter.
- Target oak with frost killed tops or exhibiting poor
growth-form.
- Openings should be generally linear in nature and
serve to disrupt a crown fire traveling North to South
and upslope.
- Retain all live conifer and aspen.
- Masticate standing dead and dead/down conifer and
aspen.
- Masticate all shrub species up to 30 feet from the
dripline of residual Douglas-fir.
- Chip/chunk depth not to exceed 4 inches. Chunk
size not to exceed 4 inches in diameter by 3 feet
long.
