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NOTES:

1. The existing 25th Avenue Site Reservoir has met State Engineer's
Office operational performance standards.

2.The proposed below—grade reservoir will meet State Engineer’s Office
operational performance standards.

3.In preparation for slurry wall construction, a combination road and
working pad will be graded along the slurry wall alignment. The
grading will produce a relatively flat, stable surface approximately
50 to 100 feet in width.

4.Slurry wall construction includes 3 to 5 foot wide trench keyed a
minimum of two feet into shale bedrock.

S5.Slurry wall constructed with bentonite slurry, a blend of soil
excavated from the trench, dry bentonite, and borrow soils.

6.Final slopes will have 3H:1V grade or flatter.

7.Best Management Practices will be used to control erosion and
stormwater suspended sediment runoff from the site during
reclamation activities.
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
