MATERIAL SHALL MINIMIZE DISEASE, INSECT AND MAINTENANCE PROBLEMS. DROUGHT TOLERANT, NATIVE OR
ADAPTIVE PLANT SPECIES SHALL BE USED TO REVEGETATE THE SITE. GRASSES FOR REVEGETATION ARE
SPECIFIED IN THE GRASS SEED MIX LIST. WEEDS SHALL BE MONITORED AND A WEED MANAGEMENT PROGRAM
